Requirements for Rush
· Completed a minimum of one semester college work (12 credits)

· Achieved a minimum 3.00 cumulative GPA on a 4.00 scale
Requirements as a Brother
· Maintain a minimum 3.00 cumulative GPA on a 4.00 scale

· Completed the approved initiation program of the Chapter

· Meet any and all financial obligations
· Attend mandatory Chapter events and meetings

How much does Phi Sigma Pi cost?

· One-time $95 membership fee

· $57 in national dues per semester
· $60 in local dues per semester

Does Phi Sigma Pi haze?
